a) Oregon School District’'s request of transferring ownership of Huntoon Field from the
Village to the School District
¢ Representatives of the school district included: Andrew Weiland (Business
Manager), Brain Busler (Superintendent), Wayne Mixdorf,(Sports Booster Rep.)
Doug Kornetzke (Oregon School Board member), and Mike Chapes (Athletic
Director)
- o The Oregon School District had a discussion with the Oregon Village Board
about the desire to improve Huntoon Field specifically and the east side of
Jaycee Park. '

o The Oregon School Board and Oregon Schools have an interest in making
improvements to the fields on the east side of Jaycee Park.

o Short term goal would be to make nmprovements to Huntoon Field costing
between $15; 000 - $20,000.

o Long term goais would be to make the conceptual master plan a reality. The

© estimate for this to happen was around 4 million dollars.

o Inorder for the School Board and School District to make these modifications
and improvements the School District is asking for the Village of Oregon to
transfer the east side of Jaycee Park over to Oregon School District.

o Everything would be to enhance not restrict community property.

o The Sports Boosters and Board of Education have this master plan as their
long term goal.

o - Question - Would is still be possible for youth soccer and baseball {o use the
fields? The fields have not been getting used because they are not safe to
play on. Huntoon Field would need to be restricted this year to let the grass
grow in hopes it would be ready for the tournament on July.

o Question — Where does the band practice? They have used the
Lacrosse/Soccer Area for the past few years.

o The School District would like to try to make the fields as accessible but
monitor usage.

~ o Question — What does monitor usage mean? East Jaycee Park will have
- some level of playing or some restrictions. .



» Short term — As fields are developed they may be restricted as to how
much playing time can occur. This may also increase usage because
they will be safe to play on. Huntoon Field has not been used as
much in the past few years

= Long term — Competition fields may need to be restricted or limitations
may have to be added (example the football field has restrictions.)
These restrictions would most likely be for the competitive soccer
field.

o There will also be some weather related restrictions on the competitive fields.

o The goal is to provide as much access as possible while maintaining the
quality of the fields.

o Afew things the Park Board would like to see at the East Jaycee Park

* The trees remaining along the road.

= The paved path remain in the park in some form.

= The Ames Bicentennial Walk moved to a place where it is more
visible, possibly relocating the garden to the other side of Jaycee
Park.

» The name Jaycee used in some way because of involvement the
Jaycees had with Jaycee Park.

= The Park Board would like to know what is happening at East Jaycee
Park. It has a direct impact on bathrooms, shelters, and other fields
being used. It would be nice to work out some way of make large
events or tournaments known to the Park Board or Village so we can
let people using the shelter or fields in Jaycee Park know. .

» The land north of the Hockey Arena is the land that the Park Board
discussed getting transferred. :

o -The School Board will be asking for the big picture. There are short term
goals and long term goals. The long term goals can be prioritized. Originally
the Master Concept Plan had the initial basic phase would cost about 2.
‘million dollars.

o Olson moves to except the Oregon School Districts proposal to transfer
ownership of East Jaycee Park from the Village of Oregon to the Oregon
School District, boundaries to be determined by the Village Board. With
the conditions established that this land will only be used for
recreational use. Second by Winklepleck. Motion Carried. Novinska
Sustained.

b) Development of Bergamont Park - Paul Lynch and Eric Turnas

DEED, RESTRICTIONS ON USE, RESERVATION
OF RIGHTS, COVENANTS, AND RIGHT OF FIRST
REFUSAL

This Deed, Restrictions on Use, Reservation of
Rights, Covenants, and Right of First Refusal Agreement
(hereafter “Agreement”) is made and entered into as of the

day of , 2009, between the
VILLAGE OF OREGON, Dane County, a Wisconsin
municipal corporation (the “Village”), and the OREGON
SCHOOL DISTRICT, a Wisconsin school district (the
“District™).

1. Conveyance of Real Property. For and in
consideration of one dollar, and of the agreements set forth
herein, the Village quit claims to the District Lot 1,
Certified Survey Map No. , located in Dane County,
Wisconsin (the “Property”), subject to the restrictions,

reservation of rights, covenants, right of first refusal, and agreements set forth in this

Agreement.

2. Restrictions on Use. The Property may not be developed or used for any

purpose or activity except the following development and uses:

a. Athletic fields.

b. Parks, trails, gardens, and memorials.

c. Facilities accessory to athletic fields and parks, such as shelters,
storage unmits, restrooms, parking lots, bleachers or stands, and

concessions.

3. Covenants. The District and the Village agree as follows:

a. The District shall construct a parking lot on the Property generally as
depicted on the site plan attached as Exhibit A.

b. The District shall preserve the trees located on the east side of the

current bike path as shown on Exhibit A.

C. The District shall relocate Ames Bicentennial Garden Walk,
currently located on the Property, to a site acceptable to the Village.

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The District shall maintain the multi-use trail located on the
Property. The District may reconfigure the multi-use trail provided
that the location of the reconfigured trail conforms substantially to
the trail as shown on Exhibit A.

The District shall give advance notice to the Village of large events
to be held at the Property.

The Village shall reasonably cooperate with the District to allow the
District to use Village-owned property adjacent to the Property for
purposes of managing stormwater to comply with the Village’s
stormwater management regulations. However, the design and
location of stormwater management facilities shall be subject to
Village approval, and the Village shall not be responsible for the
cost of constructing any facilities needed by the District.

4. Reservation of Rights. The Village reserves for itself and for the benefit
of the public the following rights with respect to the Property:

a.

The parking lot to be constructed on the Property shall be open to the
public for parking, subject to reasonable District regulations relating
to hours of operation and time limitations on parking which shall
apply equally to the District and the public. The parking lot shall be
open during the same hours that Village parks are open, except when
longer hours are needed for special events.

The Property, including athletic fields, trails, open space, and
accessory structures such as restrooms and shelters, shall remain
open to the public for recreational use. The District may regulate
public use of the property as follows:

(1)  The District may adopt reasonable hours of operation.

(2)  The District may adopt safety rules, and rules reasonably
necessary to prevent damage to the Property or facilities on
the Property.

(3)  The District may regulate and require payment of fees for the
use of concession stands, batting cages, and storage buildings.
The District may collect athletic admission fees for District
sponsored events.

(4)  The District may prohibit public use of athletic fields on the
‘Property while such fields are in actual use by the District.

(5)  The District may require that pets be kept on a leash while on
the Property.

(6) The District may prohibit public use of all or part of the
Property when reasonably necessary for construction or
maintenance work, or when reasonably required for public
safety.

C. Notwithstanding the forgoing, the District may prohibit public use of
one competition soccer field and one competition baseball diamond
and structures accessory thereto, occupying not more than
square feet, and may allow public use of such soccer field, baseball
diamond and accessory structures at its sole discretion.

d. The Village shall have the right to name and rename the Property.
The District may name individual athletic fields, except that one
soccer field shall be given a name that includes the “Huntoon”
family name.

5. Right of First Refusal. Before the District may transfer the Property
(including any portion thereof) to any third party purchaser, the District shall first obtain
a bona fide written offer to purchase such interest in the Property from such third party
purchaser. The written offer shall state the terms, conditions and consideration offered.
The District shall promptly deliver a copy of the written offer to the Village. The Village
shall have 30 days following receipt of the offer in which to exercise its right of first
refusal by giving notice to the District that it intends to purchase the Property for one
dollar. If the District does not receive written notice from the Village of its intention to
exercise its right of first refusal within 30 days of providing a copy of the written offer to
purchase to the Village, the Village’s right of first refusal shall be deemed waived, and
the District may proceed with its sale of the Property to the third party purchaser. In the
event that the District does not sell the Property to the third party purchaser, the Village’s
right of first refusal shall remain in effect and will apply to any subsequent offer to
purchase submitted to the District. If the Village exercises its right of first refusal, the
District shall, upon payment of the purchase price, convey the Property to the Village by
quit claim deed.

6. Binding Effect. The Village’s and the District’s rights and obligations
under this Agreement shall run with the Property and shall bind and inure to the benefit
of the Village and the District, and their successors and assigns.

7. Applicability of Village Ordinances. Nothing in this Agreement
constitutes a waiver of any Village ordinances applicable to the use or development of the
Property, and the District shall comply with all applicable ordinances.
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8. Enforcement. This Agreement may be enforced at law or in equity by the
Village. The Village shall not be liable to any third person for failure or refusal to
enforce any provision of this Agreement.

9. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and enforced in
accordance with the laws of the State of Wisconsin. Any claim arising under this
Agreement shall be brought in Dane County Circuit Court, Dane County, Wisconsin.

10.  Recording. This Agreement shall be recorded with the Register of Deeds
for Dane County, Wisconsin.

11. Termination and Amendment. The restrictions, covenants, reservations,
and right of first refusal in this Agreement may be terminated, extended or amended only
by a written agreement approved by the Village and the District.

12.  No Waiver. The failure of the Village to enforce any provision of this
Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of the right to do so thereafter nor of the right to
enforce any other restriction.

13.  Interpretation. This Agreement shall be construed without regard to the
identity of the party who drafted the various provisions of this Agreement. This
Agreement shall be drafted as thought each party participated equally in the drafted. This
Agreement shall be construed simply and fairly to both parties.

14. Notices. Any notice under this Agreement shall be given in writing to the
party for whom it is intended in person or by registered mail at the following address, or
such future address as may be designated in writing:

We will be installing a recording system in an existing interview room and placing monitors in
the squad room and the dispatch area for continuous monitoring of the camera system.

The Federal Trade Commission regulations require the Utility to develop and
implement a written |dentity Theft Prevention Program. The Program must provide
for identification, detection and response to patterns, practices or specific activities —
known as “red flags” — that could indicate identity theft. The deadline for this program
was extended to May 1, 2009.

All utilities are required to comply with this regulation. The Red Flag Rule requires any entity
where there is a risk of identity theft, to develop and implement an Identity Theft Prevention
Program. The Program must include reasonable policies and procedures for detecting,
preventing, and mitigating identity theft. The rule was issued by the Federal Reserve System, the
Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation, the Federal Trade Commission, the Office of the
Comptroller of the Currency, and the Office of Thrift Supervision. The compliance date is
November 1, 2008 and includes all U.S. utilities.



Wisconsin Rural Water Association
Identity Theft Prevention Program Compliance Model

This model has been designed to assist water and wastewater utilities in complying with
the Federal Trade Commission’s (FTC) Identity Theft Red Flag Rule. The rule requires
utilities to develop an “Identity Theft Prevention Program.” The program consists of
selecting methods to detect red flags when accounts are fraudulent, procedures to prevent
the establishment of false accounts, procedures to ensure existing accounts are not being
manipulated, and procedures to respond to identity theft.

All utilities are required to comply with the FTC’s “Identity Theft Red Flag Rule”
even if only nominal information such as name, phone number and address are
collected. However, the true risk established through the risk assessment activity may
not require any changes to existing policies or procedures.

The primary purpose of the rule is to protect against the establishment of false accounts
and ensure existing accounts are not being manipulated. This regulation does not address
or require utilities to adopt measures that will protect consumer information and prevent
unauthorized access. However, implementation of good management practices to protect
personal consumer data can prevent identity theft. Appendix A is a list of other security
procedures a utility should consider to protect consumer information and to prevent
unauthorized access.

Steps required to develop a utility’s individual Identity Theft Prevention Program:

o Assess their existing identity theft risk (risk assessment) for new and existing
accounts.

e Use the risk assessment to select measures (red flags) that may be used to detect
attempts to establish fraudulent accounts.

e Identify procedures for employees to prevent the establishment of false accounts
and procedures for employees to implement if existing accounts are being
manipulated.

e Obtain program approval by the governing body or designated senior management
by November 1, 2008.

e Train the appropriate employees on the program’s policies and procedures.

e Update the plan annually with review and approval by the governing body or
designated senior management. The annual report should address any material
matters related to the program such as the effectiveness of the policies and
procedures, the oversight and effectiveness of any third party billing and account
establishment entities, a summary of any identity thefts incidents and the response
to the incident, and recommendations for substantial changes to the program, if
any.

ffective November 1, 2008,

E financial institutions and
“creditors” that hold consumer ac-
cbunts must develop and imple-
rhent a written Identity Theft Pre-
vention Program (Program) in
order to comply with Federal
Trade Commission regulations
known as the “Red Flag” Rules.
The Program must provide for
identification, detection and re-
sponse to patterns, practices or
specific activities — known as
“red flags™ — that could indicate
identity theft. The regulations also
require financial institutions and
creditors to develop reasonable
policies to verify the identity of a
consumer when a notice of ad-
dress discrepancy is received from
a consumer reporting agency.

The “Red Flag” Rules and Address
Discrepancy Rules implement Sections

114 and 315 of the Fair and Accurate
Credit Transactions Act (FACTA) of

2003, and apply to “financial institu-
tions” and “creditors” with “covered ac-
counts.” The law defines creditor as any
entity that regularly extends, renews, or
continues credit, and specifically in-
cludes utility and telecommunications
companies. - Where nonprofit and gov-
ermment entities defer payment for goods
or services, they are considered creditors.
A covered account means:

1. An account that a creditor offers or
maintains, primarily for personal,
family, or household purposes that in-
volves or is designed to permit multi-
ple payments or transactions, includ-
ing utility accounts.

2. Any other account that the creditor of-
fers or maintains for which there is a
reasonably foreseeable risk to cus-
tomers or to the safety and soundness
of the creditor from identity theft, in-
cluding financial, operational, com-
pliance, reputation or litigation risks.

The Identity Theft Prevention Pro-
gram must include reasonable policies
and procedures to do the following:

o Identify relevant Red Flags for the
covered accounts that the creditor
maintains and incorporate those Red
Flags into its Program;

® Detect Red Flags that have been in-
corporated into the Program;

o Respond appropriately to any Red
Flags detected to prevent and mitigate
identity theft; and

o Ensure the Program, including the
Red Flags determined relevant, is up-
dated periodically to reflect changes
in risks to customers and to the safety

and soundness of the creditor from
identity theft. ‘

The Program must be appropriate to
the size and complexity of the creditor
and the nature and scope of its activities.
Each creditor that is required to imple-
ment a Program must provide for the
continued administration of the Program
and must obtain approval of the initial
written Program from its board of direc-
tors or an appropriate committee of the
board, and must involve the board or
committee or a designated employee at
the senior management level in oversee-
ing, developing, implementing and ad-
ministering the Program. The creditor
must train staff, as necessary, to effec-
tively implement the Program, and exer-
cise appropriate and effective oversight
of service provider arrangements. Guide-
lines are provided in an Appendix to the
rules, and creditors must consider the
guidelines in developing a Program.

Some entities have developed com-
pliance models to assist members in de-
veloping a Program. In a press release,
the National Rural Water Association an-
nounced that it was pleased to share its
compliance model free of charge with
any municipality, utility or entity re-
quired to implement a program. That
