ORDINANCE NO. 10-18
VILLAGE OF OREGON

AMENDING SECTION 18.02 RELATING TO PROTECTIONS FOR A SUBDIVIDER

The Village Board of the Village of Oregon, Dane County, Wisconsin, do ordain
that Section 18.02(7) of the Municipal Code of The Village of Oregon is created as
follows:

18.02 GENERAL PROVISIONS

(7) Compliance with Wis. Stat. § 236.45(2)(ac). To the extent that this Chapter
contains time limits, deadlines, notice requirements, or other provisions that are
more restrictive than time limits, deadlines, notice requirements, or other
provisions that provide protections for a subdivider contained in Chapter 236 of
the Wisconsin Statutes, the time limits, deadlines, notice requirements or other
provisions that provide protections for a subdivider contained in Chapter 236 shall

apply.

Statues 236.42 (2)(ac)

The Wisconsin Legislature recently made a number of changes to the subdivision
platting requirements contained in Chapter 236 of the Wisconsin Statutes, including
limiting a municipality’s authority to deviate from time limits and other requirements
contained in the statutes. See 2009 Wisconsin Act 376. Specifically, Act 376 amended
section 236.45(2)(ac) to provide that a local subdivision ordinance cannot “modify in a
more restrictive way time limits, deadlines, notice requirements, or other provisions of
[chapter 236] that provide protections for a subdivider.” Starting January 1, 2011, a local
subdivision ordinance that is inconsistent with Act 376 is not enforceable.

Municipalities with local subdivision ordinances must amend their ordinances in
response to Act 376. We recommend a two-pronged approach. First, we recommend
amending the local subdivision ordinance to include the following (or similar) language:

“To the extent that this Chapter contains time limits, deadlines, notice
requirements, or other provisions that are more restrictive than time limits,
deadlines, notice requirements, or other provisions that provide protections for a
subdivider contained in Chapter 236 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the time limits,
deadlines, notice requirements or other provisions that provide protections for a
subdivider contained in Chapter 236 shall apply.”

This first amendment needs to occur before January 1, 2011 so that the
municipality can continue to apply and enforce its local subdivision ordinance.

Second, municipalities should review their subdivision ordinance to identify how
and where the ordinance is inconsistent with time limits, deadlines, notice requirements,
or other provisions in Chapter 236 that provide protections for subdividers. The phrase
“other provisions in Chapter 236 that provide protections for subdividers” is open to
interpretation because it is not defined in Act 376 or elsewhere in the statutes. Once the
inconsistencies are identified, the municipality should amend its subdivision ordinance.

- We are available to assist in this process.

Act 376 made other changes to Chapter 236, including:

e Section 236.11(1)(b) previously stated that if a final plat was not submitted within
24 months after the last required approval of a preliminary plat, the approving
authority had the discretion to refuse to approve the final plat. Act 376 changed
the deadline from 24 months to 36 months, and amended the section to allow an
approving authority to extend the deadline for submission of the final plat.

Act 376 creates section 236.11(1)(c) requiring a professional engineer, planner or
other person charged with the responsibility to review plats to provide the
approving authority with conclusions as to whether the final plat conforms
substantially with the preliminary plat and with a recommendation on approval of
the final plat. The conclusions and recommendation need not be in writing and
must be made a part of the record at the proceeding at which the final plat is
considered.

Act 376 amended section 236.13(1)(b) to provide that a person seeking approval
of a plat must comply with the ordinances in effect at the time the person submits
the preliminary plat, or at the time the person submits the final plat if no
preliminary plat is submitted.

Act 376 amends section 236.13(2)(a) to allow a subdivider to construct a project —
including necessary public improvements — in phases approved by the governing
body, and the approval may not be unreasonably withheld. If the project is
constructed in phases, the amount of any surety bond or other security required by
the governing body must be limited to the phase of the project being constructed.
The governing body may not require the subdivider to provide security for
improvements sooner than is reasonably necessary before the commencement of
the installation of the improvements.

1. lam wondering if this can be done so close to the upcoming April election. Nominating papers have to be submitted

by the first week in January, 2011. If the jurisdiction is to be changed, those electors in that area need some reasonable

notice so someone can choose to run. | don't see how any merger can occur between now and the next election and still
provide proper notice to the electors in that jurisdiction. This aspect needs to be run by legal counsel

2. Costs to the Village/Town of Oregon may be higher than anticipated. I'm thinking about costs of trials, which would
be increased, regardless of what the current number of trials for Brooklyn is now.

3. Input of tickets through the current data system by the Brooklyn police will need to be done smoothly. It's not clear to
me whether or not they are on that system now.

4. Right now we work with one PD. How would things change if we had to work with another one?

5. ltem 4 on the letter from Brooklyn indicates that the current clerk would handle clerical tasks for the court. But per
statute the clerk reports to the municipal judge and serves at the pleasure of the judge. So the funding of that position
as well as the personnel in that position is unclear to me.

RE: Proposal for Merged/Subcontracted Municipal Court Services

The Safety Committee and the Brooklyn Village Board has expressed interest in the feasibility of
a merged or subcontracted municipal court system between the villages of Oregon and Brooklyn.
Our court activity is very modest and the expenditures to support a municipal court required by
the changes enacted in the new law increasing the separation of local law enforcement and
judicial services, the need to train a new judge in April, 2011, and the lack of qualified residents
to run for this office has prompted the Board to explore alternatives. Police Chief James Harry
Barger, and myself contacted other municipalities who have combined court systems, however,
because of the proximity to Oregon, the Brooklyn Village Board felt it would be a more logical
choice. A brief conversation with Attorney Beth Cox revealed she believed her case load could
accommodate additional cases, and felt the idea was worth exploring. Obviously, this is a matter
for the Oregon Village Board to address first and our hope is the Board will be amenable to
discussing this proposal further.

Preliminary discussions with our Police Chief, James Harry Barger, the Safety Committee, and
the Village Board identified the following issues:



1. Chief Barger reports Brooklyns’ current municipal court averages 8-12 citations per
month with an average of 2 individuals appearing in court. There has been no need
for a Village attorney for prosecution or a trial for a long time.

2. Because we have two counties (Green and Dane) within our Village boundary, each
county’s judicial requirements regarding record keeping, dispersal of funds, and
follow up will have to be met. This has not required any court staff to visit county
judicial offices in Monroe or Madison, however, our police officers, on occasion,
have had to do so but that is consistent with current practice.

3. We are interested in a similar agreement which your court has with the Town of
Oregon, which apparently is a subcontracting arrangement, however, we are open to
further discussion on this point.

4. We anticipate our police officers and our current court clerk would handle the law
enforcement/clerical tasks for our clients for court; however, it is unclear how this is
currently managed with the Town of Oregon and if the clerical work would be
transferred solely or partially to the Village of Oregon’s court clerk staff. Likewise
for the law enforcement role in court. If it is a subcontract, it is assumed the Village
of Brooklyn would also select and appoint an attorney for prosecution, but again how
this is managed isn’t clear.

5. Our current judge’s term is up in April, 2011, which requires the Village to resolve
this issue soon, and, if your Board is open to further discussion on this matter, we
would like to begin work on this as early as possible.

Obviously there is much which needs to be outlined and discussed, including the costs, before
any agreement can be reached, however, we are hopeful the Oregon Village Board will consider
this proposal. Please contact Carol Strause, Village Clerk, at 455-4201 if there are further
