Country Side is not local.

Their tree selection is reduced due to we already planted from them last year. We want to
plant a variety of trees to reduce major losses when disease or insects arrive. They are not
locally grown but have a good record of survival and vitality.

Winterland did not have trees for us.
They need a year notice to prepare the order. Fall only availability.
Very high priced, no warranty. Very few high quality natives available.

The Oregon Soccer Association currently has two sheds in which we store
our equipment; soccer balls, cones, pinneys, portable goals, nets, etc..

The "green shed" (yes - exotic names) is located in Jaycee Park, the
"brown shed" is located by the tennis courts behind Netherwood Knoll and
Prairie View Elementary Schools.

Both sheds are in need of replacement - the green more than the brown. 1
assume I need the Park Board's permission to go about replacing the green
shed? I would also like to propose moving it to the other side of the

path it is close to in order to avoid the low spot and the problems the
water there has caused.

Currently I have approached Trachte, Inc., a local Oregon business, about
pricing steel buildings for our use. This is my preference in what we
should use to replace the wooden buildings we now have. I would like to
make them both 10" x 20' steel buildings with a double door in one end of
them. I do not plan on insulating them or putting anything electrical in
them. I have asked for a price of the materials and will plan on a crew

of volunteers to erect the buildings. There are at least four Trachte
employees with children in our program.

While the buildings would ideally be placed on a concrete foundation, but
I can understand that that may cause some problems in terms of any long
term plans you may have for that location. I could place the new building
on a wood foundation filled with gravel/rock if I cannot put in a concrete
slab.
